(Grandrupt and Colline de Ferdrupt) and some unusual
accommodation.

ACCESS AND DEPARTURE POINT

Access : From Le Thillot, follow the N66 towards Epinal. Pass through the
village of Ramonchamp before reaching Ferdrupt. Continue along the main
road. The town hall is on the right about 300 metres after the church.

Departure : Parking lot at Ferdrupt town hall.

Rest area 50 meters from thestart next to the ChaletGourmand

Route



From the town hall car park, follow the signs for ‘Domaine du
Châtelet’, take the road that climbs alongside the fire station
for 200 meters.

At the first junction, continue uphill, following signs for
‘Domaine du Châtelet’ and ‘route du Châtelet’.

Continue up this road for 300m, do not turn right into ‘rue
des Clos’.

At the hairpin bend, continue your walk by turning left onto
the signposted ‘Chemin des Febvés’    . After 20m, pass a
chalet made in fuste (log chalet) on the left.

Continue along this road for around 1 km. You will pass a
small enclosed chalet with an outdoor bench on your left.

At the end of the tarmac road, continue straight ahead on the
forest track (signposted ‘impasse’), following the signs      . You
will pass a large farm. Cross the pastures and follow this track
for about 1 km. You will pass by a private pond.

Passing by a shed with a green roof next to a house, you can
see a high iron in the distance that looks like a mill.

Passing by the ‘Vlaemynck’ farm (selling goat's cheese and
meat).

Take the path on the right above the farm, following the
markings    . Go through the fence and up the path for 40
meters (do not go up to the shed).

Take the track on the right, following the signs     for 300
metres. Go through the fence and continue along this path,
following the signs     . It overlooks the track from which you
came, below on the right.

The path runs through undergrowth for 800m and offers many
views over the valley.

At the crossroads, leave the markings     and go right for 20m
to reach the tarmac road.

At the next crossroads, take the road on the right ‘Chemin
des Galmanprés’ for 800m.

At the 2nd bend, take the road on the left towards ‘Domaine
du Châtelet’.

Walk past the huts and caravans then cross the blue bridge. 
Go down the path to the right along the stream, signposted    
and      . 

The path joins a tarmac road which you should follow to the
right to reach the town hall and the starting point of the walk.

Halfway along the route, the walk passes
through parks and you may be visited by
goats and sheep, who will accompany you
on your journey through the foothills of the
Grandrupt valley.

Expect to enjoy some unusual moments in
the company of the herds that will no doubt
follow you along the paths through the
pastures. 

Ferdrupt is the most sparsely populated
commune in the canton of Le Thillot, with
fewer than 800 inhabitants, but it has a
wealth of unusual accommodation in the
heart of a bountiful natural setting, criss-
crossed by numerous enchanting trails for
young and old alike!
