Enjoy the beautiful
views from the top of the trail, right next to the pond.

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ACCESS AND DEPARTURE POINT

Access : From the centre of Le Thillot, head up towards the church overlooking the
village.

Departure : Parking lot behind the church and cemetery.

ITINERARY AND POINTS OF INTEREST

From the car park, take the path that climbs along the cemetery towards ‘le site
de Chaillon’. On your left, stop at the orientation table to admire the view of
the village of Le Thillot near the picnic tables.

Continue for 200 metres on the forest track. You will pass a play area (2 swings
and a tree house) with benches on the left.

Continue straight on for 100 m along the same path (do not take the left-hand
path red disc     ). 

When you reach another intersection with a bench, take the path up between
the bench and the ‘no traffic’ sign.



Continue for 30 metres to reach the ‘extension’ equipment and
turn left for 30 m. Continue up the path, passing the ‘Cardiac
control safety’ equipment.

Continue along the path for around 300m. You will pass the
‘horizontal ladder’ and ‘parallel bars’ apparatus. Continue for
another 10m to reach the intersection. Take the left-hand path,
not the fitness trail.

Continue on the path straight ahead towards a bench and then
along a meadow for about 200m, you are in the centre of an
arboretum. Do not take the path that climbs to the left with the
‘viewpoint / pond’ sign.

Continue for 50m and take the path leading up on the left. 

Another 50m to the Col de Foigneux (607m). Turn left and take
the wide, unmarked path.

Continue for 150m and you will come to a tarmac road and car
park.

Cross the car park to the yellow bench and take the path on the
right that runs alongside the meadow. Continue along this path for
300m.

You'll find the ‘abdominal’ and ‘traction’ apparatus, and you'll be
able to admire the view to your right towards Le Ménil and to
your left towards Le Thillot with the Etang de Chaume.

At the bench, follow the path straight ahead through the ferns to
reach an orientation table and 2 benches. Take your time to
discover the village of Le Thillot and, in the background,
Ramonchamp with its church.

Take the path behind the second bench. After 200m, you'll come
to a picnic table near the Chaillon pond.

Go past a shelter then cross the footbridge and turn left onto the
path marked with a red disc    leading to the arboretum. 

After 300m, turn right onto the path towards the viewpoint. 200m
further up, there is a viewpoint over Fresse-sur-Moselle on the left
(bench).

Continue straight ahead between the ferns for 200 metres to
reach a wider path. At this crossroads, you will see a view of Le
Thillot and the Etang de Chaillon on your right.

Take the path marked with a red disc     that descends to the left.
You will see 2 beech trees joined by a branch. You will then
overlook the playground you saw at the start of the walk.

At the crossroads, turn right onto the path used at the start of the
circuit to finish the walk and return to the car park.

At the beginning and end of the route,
children can enjoy the play area located in
the middle of the forest. It has two swings
and a tree house.

The walk also lends itself to the discovery of
flora, with the arboretum, and to sport,
with a number of fitness trail apparatus
along the way.

Chaillon pond

As the Chaillon pond is located on a
summit, it is not fed by any streams. As a
result, it went completely dry in July 2015
following a severe drought accompanied
by very hot weather.

It is forbidden to swim or fish in the pond,
but the site is nonetheless a haven of
peace in which to relax and enjoy a
picnic...

Playground

Les Hautes-Mynes

A play area in the centre of Le Thillot, next to the Colruyt shop,
reserved for children aged 3 and over under the supervision of
an accompanying adult.

There is also a city park behind the ‘Maurice Schoenacker’ sports
hall, next to the Le Thillot tourist office.

The Voie Verte des Hautes-Vosges is a multi-activity trail that you
can use by bike, on rollerblades or on foot, even with a
pushchair. It covers 53 km !

Leaving from the Le Thillot Tourist Office, located
within the Hautes-Mynes museum.

Visit the former copper mines of the Dukes
of Lorraine (1560-1761). A three-part
exploration including: a discovery tour of
the mines, a guided tour of the Rouge
Montagne gallery (for children aged 5 and
over) and the Maison des Hautes-Mynes.
