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CIRCUIT DE LA VIERGE

This short walk is an ideal way to discover the Upper Moselle
Valley and the gentle rolling hills of the Vosges mountains. It
offers a new perspective on the village of Le Thillot and its
beautiful natural setting. This trail is suitable for children aged 5
and over.

ACCESS AND DEPARTURE POINT

Access : From the centre of Le Thillot, follow signs for Lure / Office de Tourisme.

Departure : Tourist Office parking lot / Musée des Hautes-Mynes.

From the parking lot, head behind the Tourist Office
building and the Musée des Hautes Mynes to find the
Voie Verte. Continue along the Voie Verte past the
factory on your left, with its large chimney.

When you reach the 1st barrier on the Voie Verte,
take the small road on the left and continue for around
300 meters, passing between former workers' housing
estates.

At the end of the road, pass the red chicane and take
the narrow path that leads to a small bridge over the
Vacceux stream. Children may be lucky enough to spot
some small fish...

Continue up this path until you reach a 2nd red
chicane. Continue straight on for 200 meters. On your
right, you will see a house and join the tarmac road.
Go left and continue along this road.

After 30 meters, take the dirt track on the right and
follow the signs     to ‘Le Pré Martin / Étang de la Peau’.
Take a short break on the bench and discover the
village of Le Thillot in front of you.

Follow this path for approximately 800 meters. At the
junction, turn right and follow the signs for ‘Point de
vue de la Vierge’.

Once you reach La Vierge, you'll be able to enjoy a
breathtaking view of Le Thillot, with its church
overlooking the village, the village of Ramonchamp to
your left and the Ménil valley opposite.

Retrace your steps for about 200 meters. At the first
crossroads, at the end of the descent, take the small
grassy path down to the right. Continue along this path
to the edge of the forest, which will take you to a farm
at the end of the road.

When you reach the tarmac road, go downhill for
about 600 meters then take the first turning on the
right. Follow the MTB markings No. 14.

You will come to a house in a dead end with a chicken
coop on your right. Turn left and follow mountain bike
signposting no. 14 along the grassy path.

Turn right onto the tarmac road as far as the
crossroads to join the Voie Verte.

Turn right onto the Voie Verte and continue straight
ahead for around 200 meters to finish the walk and get
back to the starting point.

Back at the starting point, children will enjoy
playing in the City Park next to the ‘Maurice
Schoenacker’ sports hall, itself next to the
Tourist Office and the Hautes Mynes
Museum.

We're sure you'll be laughing your head off!
Bring your ball.

The Vierge du Thillot, also known as Notre-
Dame de la Libération, is a statue erected by
the parish to commemorate the liberation of
the village on 26 November 1944.

Le Thillot paid a heavy price during the
Second World War: 50% of the town was
destroyed in the bombardments of June
1940 and September 1944.

The Virgin was blessed on 4 April 1948. It
stands at an altitude of 585 meters.
