ACCESS AND DEPARTURE POINT

Access : From Le Thillot, take the RN66 for 5 km to Ferdrupt. Continue for
300 metres and take the road on the right before the town hall. Continue on
this road for 2.7 km. Do not turn right, but continue straight ahead. The road
becomes a carriageway for around 200 metres and is then tarmacked again.
The Col de la Sûre is 100 metres further on.

Departure : Col de la Sûre parking lot (Club Vosgien footpath sign).

From the car park, take the forest track to the right of the cross.
Follow the signs “Le Grebiay”chalet 

Continue along this forest track, following the signs 
for 1.4 km.
This path leads to the Chalet du Grebiay, from where you can
admire a fine view over the Haute Moselle valley with the Ballons
d'Alsace and de Servance in the background.

You will arrive at the Chalet du Grebiay (open chalet) on your
left. Take the time to stop for a meal or snack and enjoy the
peace and quiet of nature.

To continue your walk, follow the forest track      to the left of
the chalet.

Continue along this forest track for about 1 km, always following
the signs      , to reach a tarmac road.

When you reach the road, stop following the signs and climb the
road for 300 metres to reach the Col de la Sûre.

 

At Chalet du Grebiay, enjoy the peace and
quiet of the setting for a family break.

Have fun collecting the ferns that surround
the chalet to create pretty designs on the
ground.

You can distinguish the Ballon d'Alsace and
its old ski slopes from the tower-topped
Ballon de Servance. 

This chalet, like most of the forest chalets
in the Hautes-Vosges, is open all year
round and available to the public free of
charge without prior booking.

The Chalet du Grebiay is located on a 16.5
km tourist trail that starts at the
Ramonchamp church, the oldest in the
canton.

This tour allows you to discover 4 forest
chalets open to the public, as well as a
motocross track, all with lovely views of
the surrounding area.
